* ACCROCCA, FELICE. — L’identita complessa. Percorsi francescani fra Due
e Trecento.— 35123 Padova, Centro Studi Antoniani (info@centrostudiantoniani.it),
Piazza del Santo 11, 2013. — 240 x 170 mm, x1v + 341 p. — (Centro Studi
Antoniani 53).- € 37,00. — A. has gathered into one volume eleven essays
previously published between 2002 and 2011, revised and updated, some notably
expanded, with an Introduction by the author (p. v-xi1). The studies begin with
the pontificate of Innocent III, in “Francesco e Innocenzo III” (1-50), and that
of Hororius III, in “La predicazione intorno a Reg. Bull. IX” (51-66), to continue
with Anthony of Padua and Gregory IX, in “Da ‘pater Padue’ a ‘malleus
hereticorum.” Gregorio IX e il caso di Antonio di Padova” (67-84). The same
Pope is the subject of the following essay, “Sancta plantatio Fratrum Minorum
Ordinis. Gregorio IX e i frati Minori dopo Francesco” (85-123). Returning to a
favorite theme, the writings and early biographies of Francis, A. treats the
question of manual labor in “I frati e il lavoro manuale dalle origini al secondo
Duecento. Un percorso attraverso gli ‘Scritti’ e le fonti biografiche” (125-49).
The theme of Franciscan poverty is covered by “Giovanni de La Rochelle,
Gilberto di Tournai e 1’esaltazione della poverta francescana” (151-62). The
popularization of Franciscan hagiography beyond the Order is treated in
“Giuliano da Spira e Vincenzo di Beauvais. La Vita di san Francesco nello
Speculum historiale” (163-78). The place of the hermitage as a place of
contemplative rest and of polemical critique receives attention in “Dall’alter-
nanza all’alternativa. Eremo e citta nel primo secolo dell’Ordine francescano.
Una rivisitazione attraverso gli scritti di Francesco e le fonti agiografiche” (179-
228). Within the politics of Italian cities the Friars Minor had an important role,
including a military one, as described in “Guerra e pace nelle citta italiane del
Duecento. Il ruolo dei frati Minori secondo la testimonianza di Salimbene da
Parma” (229-42). The Spiritual Franciscans shared their views with a number of
devout women, as noted in “Angela e gli Spirituali” (243-56). The women of the
Order of St. Clare, and their relationship to the Friars Minor, is developed in
“Chiara e 1’Ordine francescano” (257-302). The volume concludes with a useful
General Bibliography (303-32), and a welcome Index of Names (333-40).
